McDevitt D.D., Bishop of the Diocese of Harris-
burg, requested her to unite and promote a
broader fellowship among the Catholic women of
the city of York.

The purpose was to instill, through the club
membership, a deeper knowledge of Catholic
teachings and to serve the community through
education and social work.
